Gold Country Soccer League Parents Code of Conduct

The goal of the Gold Country Soccer League is to help youth learn to play and enjoy the

game of soccer. Parents play an important role in achieving this. Their behavior can either help or

hinder their children’s learning and enjoyment. Parents are asked to read and abide by the

following code of conduct:

I Agreements

Parents agree to:

1. Encourage their players in a positive manner

2. Support their coaches

3. Set an example of sportsmanship by treating players, opponents, and officials with

respect

4. Be more concerned about the well-being of the players than in one’s win-loss record

5. Be responsible for getting their children to practices and games on time

6. Commit to improving one’s soccer knowledge

II Prohibitions

Parents are specifically prohibited from:

1. Profanity or abusive language

2. Negative or haranguing comments towards players of either team during the game

3. Taunting; derogatory remarks or gestures towards opposing players, coaches, or

officials

4. Questioning the honesty or capability of referees; arguing with referees or officials

5. Nagging your child to perform a certain way; you should praise and encourage, not nag

6. Coaching from the sideline: let the coach direct the players

7. Inciting players to commit fouls or injure opposing players

8. Entering the field of play; if your child is hurt, let coach attend on field.

9. Standing behind the goal.

10. Using mechanical or electronic amplification devices from sidelines

11. Use of alcohol at GCSL youth functions

III Disciplinary Action

If a parent is in violation of these agreements, it is the responsibility of the coach to ask the parent to either cease the behavior or leave the field. If the coach is unable or unwilling to control the parent, the coach may be red carded and asked to leave the field, along with the offending parent. For serious infractions, the parent may be asked to appear before the Policy and Discipline (PAD) Committee. At this meeting the parent will have the opportunity to present his or her case. The PAD Committee is responsible to determine if a violation actually occurred, and to impose disciplinary measures if warranted.

Disciplinary measures may include:

1. Written reprimand

2. A probationary period

3. Temporary suspension from attending games

4. Permanent suspension from attending games

Decisions may be appealed to the Board of Directors.
