Gold Country Youth Soccer League

Recruitment Policy

No adult affiliated with a team (coach, parent, booster, etc) shall actively recruit players from another team for participation on their team.  No adult affiliated with a team shall encourage players within their team to actively recruit players from another team.

Recruitment shall be defined as:

Making contact or discussing their team with a player or parent from another team with the intent of recruiting the player without notifying the parents of GCYSL recruitment policies.

Using current or former players to persuade players from other teams to transfer.

Providing any incentives to players such as reductions in fees, trips, uniforms or other equipment, or the promise of any financial or educational gain such as scholarships, etc.

Using a position of authority to persuade or coerce a player to transfer.  This may include adults involved with coaching, clinics or soccer schools, High School programs or other non-affiliated programs such as indoor soccer.  

Violation of the recruiting policy shall result in the following actions:

The first violation shall result in a letter of reprimand for the person(s) involved and an official warning to the team.  A second or subsequent violations shall result in PAD Committee action.   If found to be in violation of these policies, the person(s) involved shall be suspended for one year for each violation and the team involved may be placed on probation for one year. The District VI Board of Directors shall be notified of any person(s) found to be in violation of these policies.  

Alleged violations should be reported in writing to the League.  Each alleged violation shall be reviewed by the Board of Directors and shall be referred to the PAD Committee for investigation.

This policy shall include all teams under the Gold Country Youth Soccer League; including, but not limited to, recreational IV, Metro and Class 1 teams.  

Acceptable forms of team development are as follows:

Newspaper and radio advertisements, flyers posted in public areas.

Coaches may directly respond to individual inquiries from interested parents unless in direct violation of the above policies.

Coaches may also contact other coaches to request permission to talk with the parents of specific players.
